April

Aso Hana Goyomi (Flower Festival)

With cherry blossoms in March, azaleas and roses in April, and lily of the
valley and rhododendrons in May, there's plenty worth celebrating in this
spring event held all over Aso City.

July

Onda Matsuri

This festival is held to pray for a bountiful harvest, and features a proces-
sion of unari women clad in white garments, portable shrines, and farming
dolls that visits the nearby fields to bring the blessings of the gods.

August

Namino Kogen Noryo Fireworks Festival

Featuring a variety of events including fireworks and kid's kagura
(traditional dance). There’s fun events and night market, all culminating in
an exciting fireworks finale!

A big event with a fun night market and fireworks! Thousands of visitors
join in with a big festival dance that really heats up in the Aso summer!

September
