Torimiya offers horsemeat 

and akaushi beef as well 

as various deli items. The 

fried-to-order uma-rokke 

and hatake no menchikatsu are 

popular.

This stationery store was established in 

1913. Inside you'll find omikuji (fortunes) 

that consist of a tenugui (hand towel) that, 

when dipped in water, reveals your fate!

Relax in a renovated old house 

while you enjoy traditional sweets 

like kanzarashi and zenzai. Somen-

nagashi is also available in summer.

This restaurant is owned by 

Yamaichi Shokuhin, a pickle shop 

specializing in Aso Takana. The 

akaushi wagyu steak bowl topped 

with sweet garlic soy sauce is to die 

for!

Chirorin-mura is filled 

with old-fashioned candy, 

frozen treats, and toys. The 

café/bar Showa-kan also 

features displays of vintage 

home appliances and other 

retro items.

Miyuki offers a variety of cakes made with fresh milk, eggs, and 

seasonal fruits, including the famous Kakasaka Chocolat, recipient 

of a Superior Taste Award! Miyuki also offers gelato in the summer.

Kho offers many botan-

ical candles and handmade 

items in a space decorated 

with dried flowers. Candle-

making workshops (starting 

at ¥2,750) are also available.

This day onsen opened in 

October 2020 and is known 

for its green-tinted, milky 

hot spring waters. Admission 

is ¥400 (¥500 yen with nano 

mist sauna) and ¥1,500 for a 

private bath (50 minutes).
