Green Valley is located at an altitude of 850m on Aso's northern outer moun-

tain ring and offers panoramic views of Mount Aso and the Kuju Mountain 

Range. The entire ranch covers 1.5 square kilometers and visitors can enjoy 

360-degree panoramic views of the Aso grasslands, mountains, and valleys on 

horseback. Horse trekking is also available for riders who have completed train-

ing. Come enjoy a ride through grasslands that stretch as far as the eye can see.

The tour starts near picturesque Komezuka 

and is all downhill, making it an easy ride for 

anyone. On the way down, you'll see plenty of 

great Aso scenery while passing by grazing 

cattle and horses. Your 700m descent to the 

base of the mountain offers relaxing views of 

the bucolic Aso countryside. Be sure to stop 

frequently along the way and take plenty of 

photos!

Trek through wide grasslands and feel the power of Mt. Aso. Hike 

along the dormant crater rim of Kishimadake while enjoying views 

from above of the dormant craters of Kusasenri and Furunomike. This 

point offers panoramic views of the highly active Nakadake crater and 

Takadake (Aso's highest peak) to the east, Mt. Unzen far to the west, 

and Daikanbo and the Kuju Mountain Range to the north.

Pick delicious fruit while enjoying fan-

tastic views of Mt. Aso. Couples grows its 

apples and strawberries without the use of 

pesticides. Fresh strawberries are in sea-

son from December to May; crisp apples 

from September to November, and plump, 

sweet grapes are available in September. 

Strawberry soft serve ice cream and gelato 

are also popular.

Cuddly Dominion spans about 300,000 sq.meters where you can 

meet bears and various animals (400 of 60 species from around 

the world.) Helicopter tours are available in five different courses, 

offering a panoramic view of beautiful Aso in each of the four 

seasons. To get a ride, please register at the helicopter boarding area 

(no reservation required, Cuddly Dominion admission is required).
